COOL TOOL: Cafeteria (food line)
UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION: Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  Food Line Manners


PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. To establish courtesy to the cooks.

2. To practice good manners and to make appropriate choices in the lunchroom.

3. To move the line along; less waiting.


Expectations:

1. Walk in the left side doors of the cafeteria, hang up coats and other belongings.  If you are the first to hang coat in an area, hang toward the back of rack first.  Make use it doesn’t fall off.  If something falls, pick it up.

2. Hand sanitizer- Use it!  One pump and done.  Rub your hands together and let them air dry (hand dance!)

3. Follow the lines or arrows on the floor and STAND in line- pocket hands, personal bubble, voices at 0,1,2.  Stay in line in the order in which you arrive.

4. A student may leave  the line with permission or a pass from an adult.  They may return to their original spot if the adult as given permission.

5. Use a “fast pass” to move to the front of line if meeting with a staff member at lunch (must show the pass to the supervising adult(s)).

6. If you forget about keeping hands-to-self, don’t be surprised when an adult asks you to go to the end of the line.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1.  Role-play and discuss all five steps.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Foreshadow and remind in hallway the lunchroom expectations (in lunchroom by aides). 

2. Reinforce with “WOW” cards and verbal praise.

3. Refer to cool tool booster calendar for boosters.
