UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION: Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  In Front/Back of School at Dismissal


PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. Safety of our students and staff.

2. Respect others – adults, patrollers, and students.


Expectations:

1. Before leaving classroom, pack up check list for end of day (know where to go).

2. All “busers” in grades 2-4 will exit through door #12 (daisy hallway).

3. All “busers” in grade 5 will exit through door #11 (playground doors by office)

4. Any walkers or students being picked up by a parent/guardian will exit through door #2 (by cafeteria).

5. Walk on right side of the hall, voice levels 1-2. 

6. In front of the school building use only the crosswalk to cross and wait fro the adult crossing guard to help you.

7. Use the sidewalk to walk home or to your parent’s/guardian’s car.

8. Use the blacktop to walk directly to the bus.

9. Listen to patrollers and staff on duty.  

10. Find an adult if someone is doing something below the line to you or others.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. Practice walking to bus hall, car/walker door.

2. Teach, model, and discuss what dismissal expectations look like/sound like/feel like.

3. Role-play an activity where students show respect to self and others by going out expected route.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Go over hallway procedures and locations for first week of school and periodically throughout the year.
