Behavior Lesson Plan Template:  COOL TOOL

UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION: Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  Breakfast/Lunchtime Sitting at Table


PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

To establish: good manners while being respectful, responsible, and safe while sitting at the table

To practice: expected above the line behavior while sitting at the table with 8 to a side.


TEACHING EXAMPLES

1. Quiet voices and keep hands and feet to self, including eating your own food.

2. Once seated, stay in your seat to complete your meal. Everyone is welcome at your table. This is a great opportunity to get to know someone you may not know well.

3. Be sure to use your fork and spoon appropriately while eating.

4. You have chosen to sit at a table with 8 to a side; only a lunchroom supervisor may move you.

5. Only 5th grade holding tables may have 10-12 students to a side.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. Role-play by taking students to lunch to sit at the tables that are designated for their grade level by their sign.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1.  Must be practiced first week of school and as needed.
