UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION: Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  Restrooms


PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. Respectful, sanitary, responsible

2. Privacy

EXPECTATIONS:

1. Use a classroom pass and sign out and in when leaving to use the restroom.

2. Use only the bathroom designated for your classroom or specials class.

3. Practice proper handwashing techniques.  Follow the poster examples post near the sinks.

4. Posters stay on walls-do not remove.

5. Voice Levels:  Zero or one.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. Use 1 or 2 pumps of soap; wash hands, soap and water stay in sink.

2. Use one towel and throw in the trashcan.

3. Practice using the pass.

4. Address vandalism to bathroom.

FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Reinforce by highlighting every so often a student who has done a great job of signing in/out or remembering the pass.

2. Every so often, as a class, check bathroom for “leave no trace”.  If you find “no trace” was left behind, celebrate or reinforce with WOW cards.

3. Hand out WOW cards for expected behaviors until expectations are consistently met.
