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COOL TOOL:  Arrival
UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION: Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  Staging Area (a.m.)

*Students who eat breakfast go to cafeteria first and then to their staging area.

2nd grade enters through door #2 and walk to the library to sit quietly.
3rd grade enters through door #12 and go to the “daisy” hallway to sit quietly.  If a parent drops them off, then go through door #2 and then walk quietly to daisy hallway.

4th grade enters through door #2 and will line up quietly along the ramp near the gym or other designated area as determined by BAT.

5th grade enters through door #2 and walk to the John Muir room.

PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. Create a calm, quiet environment.

2. Ready to learn.


TEACHING EXAMPLES

1. You have arrived at school. Walk to assigned area. Sit down in your space with your own property.

2. While in assigned area, use kind words and quiet voices. Listen to the adult in charge and keep your hands and feet to yourself.

3. When directed, line up by classroom.

4. When dismissed to go to your classroom, remember your personal property, return any materials to their designated area, and make sure area is cleaned.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. Discuss and brainstorm ways students can use the time before school appropriately.

2. Role-play what is looks like/sounds like when entering the building, going to assigned area, being in their “space” and leaving.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Compliment students for expected behaviors.

2. Special “reward” for behavior (shields, small rewards).
