PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. To prevent accidents by obeying bus rules.

2. To know that the bus driver/teacher on duty is in charge and should be listened to.


TEACHING EXAMPLES

1. You are in line for the bus, someone behind you runs off and starts playing a game; you want to join but remember you need to stay in line.

2. You are waiting in line when someone bumps you from behind; you are upset but remember to remind them to stay in their personal bubble.

3. You are getting on the bus one at a time when a classmate tries to get off the bus; you kindly remind them they have to stay on the bus.

4. You are walking to your bus and realize you are on the wrong side of the white line; you remember to be safe and move behind it.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. Role-play waiting in line.

2. Discuss why it is important to stay behind the safe line.

3. Practice getting on the bus one at a time.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Praise verbally.

2. Pre-correct bus line behaviors.

3. Practice waiting in bus line.
