PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. To maintain safety on the bus.

2. To establish an efficient system to enter the building.


TEACHING EXAMPLES

1. Discuss why it is important to go right away to the bus.

2. Gr. 2-5 exit door #12 (Daisy Hallway); gr. 6 exit door #11. Walker & carpoolers exit door #2 (cafeteria foyer). 

3. Model walking on sidewalk to bus.

4. Role-play saying “hi” to friends and continuing walking.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. You are on your way to the bus. You see your friends, you want to stop and talk, but you know you should walk right to the bus so you say “hi” and keep walking.

2. You are excited to get to the bus and think about using another door, but you remember there is an assigned door so you follow your peers and head out the right door.

3. As you walk to the bus you see students playing in a puddle on the grass, but you remember to stay on the blacktop or sidewalk and continue to the line for your bus.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Compliment students for walking on blacktop to bus.

2. Reinforce with leaving right away with “Great Job,” ex.

3. Pre-correct using assigned doors.
