UNIVERSAL EXPECTATION: Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe

NAME OF SKILL/SETTING:  LMC


PURPOSE OF THE LESSON/WHY IS IT IMPORTANT.

1. Keeping a clam, quiet environment in the LMC.

2. Keeping LMC a safe learning environment for all students.


TEACHING EXAMPLES

1. You are in the library to complete a task (return a book, look for a book, doing an errand for a teacher). Walk and use a quiet voice (model 6).

2. If class is in session, enter the library closest to the computer lab.

3. You are walking by the library. Walk around (right side) of the library.


STUDENT ACTIVITES/ROLE PLAYS

1. Discuss and brainstorm other ways students can keep the LMC a safe and quiet learning environment.

2. Role-play what it looks like/sounds like/feels like to walk through the library for 

a task or around the library (correct, incorrect, correct).

3. Discuss why a calm environment is a learning environment.


FOLLOW UP/REINFORCEMENT ACTIVITES

1. Compliment students directly for creating a calm, safe environment.

2. Give special bookmarks for expected expectations.

3. Pre and post teach how students walk through and around the library.
